ADOPTION OF RESOLUTION NO. 04-4276 — NATURAL HAZARD MITIGATION
PLAN UPDATE AND TIMELINE

City Manager Cole provided a status report on the production of the Hazardous
Mitigation Plan as required by law. On March 16, 2004, the City Council autharized
staff to apply for a Governor's Office of Emergency Service Hazard Mitigation Grant
and authorized retaining two Assistant Planners to complete this endeavor. If the
City does not comply, it would be ineligible for FEMA monies should a disaster occur.
At the time of approval, Council directed a time line be brought back.

City Manager Cole stated, over the past six weeks, he has met with Planning staff
including the two new Assistant Planners, to have status meetings. A notice has
been mailed and published of an upcoming public meeting to solicit public input
regarding the plan. The ultimate result, when the document has been adopted by
Council and forwarded to the State, is that the City will be better able to handle a
natural disaster and more proactive in planning areas of impact. It was
recommended Council adopt the proposed resolution indicating support for
preparation of a natural hazard mitigation plan.

City Manager Cole responded to Council questions, stating the process is extensive,
but the City will put forth its best effort at meeting the deadline of November, 2004.
The timeline presented represents different tasks for different personnel. The
document will be in electronic format and will be filed first with the Office of
Emergency Services and then to the federal government for adoption. The core
group will meet for public input at the duly noticed general meeting.

Mayor Pro Tem Arrighi moved to adopt Resolution No. 04-4276, a RESOLUTION OF
THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF TEMPLE CITY PROVIDING A STATEMENT

The program is
designed to receive the type of information that has been
provided to the “We Tip” type telephone reporting
programs for many years. Users of this e-mail system are
being asked to report problems in their neighberhoods such
as gang hangouts, suspected locations where drugs are
being sold, the locations of wanted individuals, or any other
information they may want law enforcement to be aware of.
This e-mail reporting system is not designed to replace the
telephonic reporting of crimes or requests for police
services and should not be used to report crimes in progress
or whenever a timely law enforcement response is needed.
All e-mail messages received will be read on a daily basis
and may be sent anonymously.

Temple Station provides law enforcement services for the
cities of Bradbury, Duarte, Rosemead, South El Monte and
Temple City, and to a number of unincorporated areas in
the West San Gabriel Valley. The following six e-mail
addresses have been established for residents, businesses,
and anyone else wishing to bring information to our atten-
tion:

Trash Collection Services

e City provides residential and commercial refuse
collection through a conrract with Athens Services,
which is a private company serving many commu-

nities throughourt the greater Los Angeles county area.

On the first scheduled pick-up day of each week, resi-
dents may place larger items at the curb for disposal.
Typically, these items include furniture and
houschold appliances such as refrigerators,
washing machines, clothes dryers and other
items that will not fit in a standard trash con-
tainer. All items set out for collection should be
placed behind the curb on the resident’s proper-
ty to avoid interference with vehicular traffic,
parking and street sweeping services.

Yard waste (grass clippings, leaves and tree clip-
pings) may be placed, in designated trash barrels,
at the curb for pick-up on the second pick-up of
the week. Collected vard waste will be recycled into landfill
cover, fertilizer or soil conditioner. To designate a trash bar-
rel for yard waste only, “Yard Waste” stickers must be placed
on the barrel and are available at the City's Civic Center.

Household hazardous waste (any product labeled:
roxic, poison, corrosive, flammable, combustible or
irritant) and E-Waste (computers, printers, cables,
televisions, VCRs, copiers, fax machines, stereos and

electronic games) may not be disposed of in your regular
trash service. They must be taken to a household hazardous
waste collection event. Additional information regarding
household hazardous waste is available by calling
888-CleanLA (88B8-253-2652).

Residents may place trash containers and other items
curbside from 12:00 pm the day before collection.
All containers must be removed from public view
no later than 12:00 pm on the day immediately
following collection, The purpose of this require-
ment is to prevent conditions that would diminish
the aesthetic integrity of our community. Trash
containers left out for excessive periods of time
detract from the beauty of a home or landscaped
area and is inconsiderate of neighbors who respon-
sibly maintain their property.

The City expects that residents will receive the
best level of service possible and encourages citizens to
report any problems. Athens Services welcomes citizen
inquiries and is dedicated ro customer satisfaction.

Mitigation Plan including various components of the law and an overview of the items,
which were examined as part of the plan. The PowerPoint presentation included
narrative information as well as a serious of maps and graphics regarding natural hazard

circumstances within the City.

Chairman Blum - Asked if the evacuation routes were coordinated with the County in
terms of a comprehensive response to emergencies.

Assistant Planner Gulick — Answer by indicating that Temple City is part of the area D

Chairman Blum - Suggested that it might be good to reconfirm evacuation routes to

assure that the City's designated routes are consistent with the County's and the State’s
plan.

Commissioner Griffiths — Stated that the specifics of preparedness response may change

from time to time, but traditionally the emergency response plans are totally updated
every three years.

Chairman Blum - Stated that in reviewing the Natural Hazard Mitigation Plan he was
rather surprised by the rather large portion of the City, which is designated as being in a
liquefaction zone. Stated that this is rather significant in that we have water shed areas
associated with the L.A. and San Gabriel rivers. This is important information not only
from the standpoint of public safety but also in terms of complying with the National
Pollutant Discharge Elimination System NPDES". Asked for input from other Planning
Commissioners.

Commissioner Griffiths — Stated that he found the report to be rather fascinating,
particularly the historical information. Stated that strictly in terms of natural hazards,
liguefaction and flooding are probably the two most likely natural hazards facing the City.
Certainly, if there were an emergency situation one could anticipate traffic distribution.
Stated that the report was quite voluminous and that Assistant Planner Gulick did a fine
job of putting the information together.

Commissioner | e Berthon — Asked if the map showing the liquefaction area was created
specifically for this report or was that a map that previously existed.

Assistant Planner Gulick — Responded by indicating that the liquefaction map was
generated by the State and has been in existence for a number of years.

Commissioner | e Berthon — Commented that undoubtedly the liquefaction areas have a
different type of soil and ground water level than areas that are not subject to liquefaction.
Commented that the map is rather general and it may be difficult to distinguish exactly
where the boundary is for the liquefaction area.

Assistant Planner Gulick — Indicated that you could identify the areas by reference to the
streets; however, it may not be an exact or precise line distinguishing a liquefaction prone
area from a non-liguefaction prone area.

Director Dawson — Stated that there is special Building Code requirements and standards
to address construction within liquefaction areas. Stated that subdivision applications in
areas designated as being liquefaction prone need to take certain measures so as to
mitigate the circumstance.

Commissioner Le Berthon — Asked how long the standards have been in existence in
terms of responding to the liguefaction potential.

" Director Dawson — Stated that he is not sure of the exact date, but it seems that the
liquefaction map is about ten years old.

Commissioner Le Berthon — Asked if there is a history of earthquakes since the 1800s
and indicated that he would be curious to know if there has been any history of
liquefaction damage in Temple City in the past.

Commissioner Griffiths — Stated that from a historical perspective, Temple City is
relatively new in terms of being an urban area and that frequently single-story homes are
not as subject to damage as more substantial structures may be.

Chairman Blum — Stated that liquefaction could be exacerbated by heavy rains.
Essentially, the heavy rains can saturate the earth, which make the impact of an
earthquake more severe.

Commissioner | e Berthon — Asked if the impact of liquefaction would be different on a
residence that had a slab foundation as opposed to a raised foundation.

Director Dawsan — Stated that in both cases the structures are resting on footings and
that the anticipated damage to a dwelling is likely to be comparable in that it would result
from failed footings or a structure sliding off of the footings.

Chairman Blum - Stated that his suggestion is to work closely with the County and other
cities around us to coordinate what goes into the plan. Stated that preventative methods
are simple but if not taken they can be very costly.

Chairman Blum - Stated that it is extremely important that the City coordinate with the
County and surrounding Cities in terms of emergency response. |If appropriate preventive
measures are not taken it can often be very costly. Opened the Public Hearing and
asked if anyone in the audience would like to comment or ask questions or provide input
relative to the Natural Hazard Mitigation Plan.

No one came faorward to address the Commission

Commissioner Seibert — Made a motion to continue the public hearing, seconded by
Commissioner Griffiths and unanimously carried.

Commissioner Griffiths — Asked Director Dawson what types of measures could be taken
to address the presence of natural hazardous situations.

Director Dawson - Indicated that Temple City was quite fortunate in that there are fewer
natural hazards in Temple City than in many other communities. We don’t have slopes
that are likely to give way in the rainy season or overgrown natural vegetation that might

| be prone to being a fire hazard. Temple City does have a potential problem with flooding
in light of the fact that the City is so flat. The Planning Commission sees the difficulties
