No Money for Home Improvements?

THE CITY’S HOUSING
PROGRAMS CAN HELP!

The City’s Handyworker Grant Program helps low- and
moderate-income Temple City homeowners improve and
beautify their properties, reinstating a pride of ownership and
enhancing property values in the neighborhood. Improvements
funded by the Program include roofing, plumbing, pest
extermination, structural repairs, window replacement, painting,
and general home maintenance.

To qualify for the Handyworker Grant Program, the home must
be owner-occupied, and the household income must meet
guidelines set by the County. The Handyworker Grant Program
provides grants up to $10,000, money that is never repaid to the
City. Eligibility is based strictly on income, with no regard to age.

The Home Improvement Deferred Loan Program,
which enables homeowners to undertake more extensive
improvements, provides deferred payment, low-interest loans
of up to $25,000 to low- and moderate-income homeowners.
Borrowers are charged three percent (3%) simple interest per
year, and no payments of principal or interest are required
until sale of property or a change in title. Like the Handyworker
Grant Program, eligibility for this program is based strictly on
household income.

There is no application deadline for either of these programs,
but funds are allocated on a first-come, first-serve basis, and
projects are based on fund availability. Therefore, homeowners
are encouraged to apply early. Applications for all housing
programs are available at the Community Development
Department (located at City Hall, 9701 Las Tunas Drive), or on
the City’s website (www.templecity.us). Click on the Community
Development link on the left side of the page and scroll down
to the Housing section. You can also contact the Community
Development Department staff at (626) 285-2171.

Be Cautious in Choosing a Contractor

Many contractors and “handymen” advertise in newspapers
or the Yellow Pages to generate business, while others rely on
word-of-mouth. It has come to the City’s attention that some
contractors are randomly calling homeowners soliciting work
(which is permitted), claiming they are calling on behalf of the
City (which is not permitted). The City does not authorize any
contractors to call homeowners soliciting business, and the City
never endorses, sponsors or recommends particular contractors.
Therefore, if a contractor or handyman seeking your business
claims that they have been directed to contact you by the City,
it is probably a scam. Temple City’s Handyworker Program and
Home Improvement Program engage the services of reputable
licensed contractors, but none of those contractors are authorized
to represent the City when randomly marketing their services. If
you feel a contractor has contacted you inappropriately, call the
Community Development Department at (626) 285-2171.

Eat Right: Diet Myths

Myth #1:

Extra Protein Makes You Stronger

In reality, if you eat a well-balanced diet, you should consume
enough protein for your body’s needs. Excess protein is only
converted into and stored as fat.

Myth#2:

A Candy Bar Before Exercise Will Give You Fast Energy
Actually, candy bars, honey and other sweets quickly enter
the bloodstream and stimulate the release of insulin (the
hormone that regulates blood sugar). The extra insulin during
exercise causes your blood sugar to drop, leading to more rapid
exhaustion.

Be Active: Exercise Myths

Myth #1

Sit-Ups Get Rid of Stomach Fat

This myth is based on the concept of spot reducing. Research
clearly indicates that exercise for specific body areas firms
the muscles, but fat reduction comes from aerobic exercise
and a decrease in caloric intake. Fat is reduced proportionally
throughout the body.

Myth#2

Sweat Loss Means Weight Loss

You lose weight temporarily when you sweat, but this is mostly
water loss, not fat loss, and is regained as soon as you quench
your thirst.
