hile the recycling
rate for used oil
is high, the

recycling rate for used oil
filters is comparatively
low. In California, more
than 20 million oil filters
are purchased by do-it-
yourselfers annually, yet
less than ten percent of
these are recycled.

Used oil filters are recy-
clable waste consisting of
valuable resources. By
recycling used oil filters,
useful materials such as
steel can be recovered
from the process. Moreover, used oil filters still contain a
good amount of oil. By throwing them in the trash, the
hazardous waste can contaminate our environment.
Temple City has three recycling centers to take your used
oil and filters:

Vandalism is a Crime

reasons. The end result is always the same. It
defaces or destroys someone's property. Vandalism
is often a result of anger, hate, boredom or simply lack of
respect. Suspects often do not consider the price to replace
or repair the items damaged. When a student damages
school property for example, who pays for the damage?
Taxpayers pay for the damage. If the suspect is caught,
they can be jailed, fined and ordered to pay for the damage
caused by their actions. Additionally, acts of vandalism
deteriorate the appearance of your community.
As you may have noticed, the City has seen an increase
in the amount of vandalism, particularly tagging. The

Vandalism occurs in many forms and for many different

Sheriff's Department has made several arrests of taggers
in recent months. We encourage citizens to report any
information regarding tagging or tagging suspects.

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Housing Element Update
to he Considered
This Summer

he State of California mandates that each city maintain

I a General Plan, which is the long-range planning

document for the City. The Zoning Code implements

the General Plan, and must be consistent with the General

Plan. Some refer to the General Plan as the “constitution”

of the City. The General Plan is comprised of a minimum of

seven separate elements, one of which is the Housing

Element. It is further mandated that the Housing Element
be updated every five years.

Temple City’s entire General Plan was updated in 1986-
1987. Subsequently, the City’s Housing Element was
amended in 1992 and again in 2000. However, the State
Department of Housing and Community Development did
not certify these Housing Elements as acceptable, and the
State indicated that further revisions were still necessary in
order to win acceptance from the Department of Housing
and Community Development. In 2007, the State mandated
that Temple City must plan for the construction of 978
additional housing units for the planning period ending in
2014. Of those 978 units, 566 must be affordable.

To achieve such compliance, Temple City will undergo a
revision to the Housing Element (and perhaps an update of
the entire General Plan) during summer 2008. A consultant
has recently been chosen to assist in this effort.

Since August 2007, several task committees have been
examining different important planning issues facing the
City. The Housing Task Committee has been busy recom-
mending changes to the Housing Element in order to
achieve State compliance.

A series of public hearings to amend the Housing
Element will occur before the Planning Commission and
the City Council. These public hearings will be publicized
and are of course open to the public. Agendas are avail-
able at City Hall 72 hours prior to any Planning
Commission or City Council meeting. Public participation
will be key in this process and your opinion counts! For

Community Emergency
Response Team (CERT)

re you and your family prepared for “The Big One?”
Do you know what you can do to help your family or

friends in the event of a disaster? If the answer is no,
then you may be interested in becoming a Community
Emergency Response Team (CERT) member. Temple City
is establishing a Citywide CERT program to better prepare
and respond to any disaster.

The CERT Program educates people about disaster
preparedness for hazards that may impact their area and
trains them in basic disaster response skills. The training is
provided free of charge by the Los Angeles County Fire
Department. The entire training class is 20-hours and is
spread out over a period of three (3) Saturday sessions.
Training curriculum includes Emergency Preparedness,
Fire Safety, Emergency Medical Operations, Light Search
and Rescue, Disaster Psychology, Terrorism and Disaster
Simulation. Using the training learned in the classroom and
during exercises, CERT members can assist others in their
neighborhood or workplace following an event when pro-
fessional responders are not immediately available to help.

Be Cautious in Choosing a Contractor

in newspapers and other publications. Others rely

on word of mouth or the Yellow Pages to generate
business. Recently, it has come to the City’s attention that
some contractors randomly call homeowners soliciting
jobs, and claim that they are calling on behalf of the City.
The City does not authorize contractors to randomly call
homeowners soliciting business, and the City does not
sponsor or recommend any particular contractor to do so.
If a contractor or handyman is soliciting your business and
claims that they have been directed to do so by the City, it

M any contractors and “handyman” services advertise

is probably a scam. Temple City does have a Handyworker
Program, which uses the services of licensed contractors,
but those participating contractors do not randomly solicit
business on behalf of the City.

When hiring a contractor, it is always a good idea to see
if the contractor is licensed by the California Contractors
State License Board. You can check that status online at:
http://www.cslb.ca.gov or call 1-800-321-2752. City staff
will be happy to offer assistance or advice regarding home
improvement projects. However, the City cannot make
recommendations of specific contractors for legal purposes.

Homeowner
and Renter
Assistance Program

he California Homeowner and Renter Assistance

I (HRA) Program is designed to help seniors and dis-

abled people by providing them with a financial break.

The homeowner portion of the program ensures that
seniors with low-to-moderate fixed incomes will not have to
be forced out of their homes because of property taxes.
The homeowners’ assistance program credits a once-a-
year payment from the state to qualified recipients based
on property taxes paid by homeowners and indirectly paid
by renters.

To be eligible for homeowners’ assistance, claimants
must be at least 62 years old, blind or disabled, and have
a household income of $41,811 or less as of December 31,
2007. The program also requires that claimants must have
lived in the home they own as of December 31, 2007, and
be U.S. citizens, designated aliens or qualified alien when
the claim is filed.

The program also offers assistance to tenants. Renters
must meet the same eligibility requirements as those
applying for the homeowners program. Applicants in this
category must pay at least $50 a month for rent. In both the
homeowner and renter program, those who have the high-
est income will receive the lowest amount of assistance.
Call after June 2 to schedule an appointment.
Appointments providing assistance with the required
paperwork will be available beginning July 9.
